Dear Community Member:

Preparing the 2024-2025 school budget was among
the more significant financial challenges we have faced
as a school district in many years. External factors that
influence our expenses and our subsequent spending
needs, placed considerable pressure on our available
resources and necessitated a thorough review of every
dollar spent in an effort to identify ways we could be
even more efficient. Inflationary pressures, and the rising
costs of insurance, healthcare, pension contributions,
special education, and BOCES expenses, coupled with
the loss of access to our gas well that heats the MS/HS,
and the projection for a substantive increase in student
enrollment in the 2024-2025 school year based on
housing starts in the Cayuga community, all coalesced
to create a difficult financial environment to navigate as
this budget was built.

Further, the Governor in her Executive Budget proposal,
advocated for cutting school aid to Union Springs by
more than one million dollars in the coming school
year. Thanks to your advocacy and efforts with our
state legislators, and the subsequent support of
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Budget 2024-2025

Assemblyman Gallahan and Senator May, those cuts
have largely been deferred until a new formula can be
devised that recognizes not only the demographic shifts
in our population, but also the needs of our students
and our broader school community. The State of New
York anticipates a new school funding formula for the
2025-2026 school year and has given districts across the
State this coming school year to prepare themselves
financially.

Our proposed 2024-2025 budget of $21,090,750 not only
holds the line on spending, but represents a decrease
from our current 2023-2024 budget of $21,392,539 and
acknowledges all of the increased expenses and fiscal
challenges mentioned above. In doing so, the Board of
Education worked to not only keep expense reductions
away from the student experience, but also to increase
and expand opportunities and educational experiences
for our students where possible. One of the major goals
in developing the financial plan for the 2024-2025 school
year was to reduce the district’s reliance on reserve
accounts and fund balance to support our operations.

Economic uncertainties, the end of federal COVID aid,
upcoming fiscal challenges on a state and federal level
with regard to available education spending supports,
coupled with our need to be fiscally sustainable as an
educational institution for years to come, necessitated
that we adjust our spending to better align our expenses
with our anticipated revenues. To this end, our proposed
tax levy increase for 2024-2025 is 3.4%, which is below
the tax cap, on par with the rate of inflation, and raises
$269,769 dollars in increased revenue to support our
school district. For a home assessed at $100,000, this
would represent an approximate $34 school tax increase
before STAR.

Our last two school district surveys presented feedback
on the need for increasing student engagement and
fostering better connections and relevance between
our educational program and our broader community.
The 2024-2025 budget seeks to do just that. At the
secondary level, in partnership with the Port Byron CSD
and BOCES, we are launching an agricultural education
program, with a certified agriculture education teacher
at our MS/HS that will seek to expose our students to
the careers, experiences, clubs, and opportunities
available in our community and agribusiness in general.
We anticipate that this program will only grow in the
years to come, and provide our students with the ability
to utilize Cook Forest in support of their educational
pursuits.

Further, we are also launching in the 2024-2025 school
year, a work-based learning program at the high school
level that will foster connections between student
employment experiences and their school curriculum.
In the work based learning program, students will
investigate the knowledge and skills associated with
various careers, explore factors that impact success
and satisfaction in careers, identify personal aptitudes,
abilities, strengths, talents, and areas for growth as they
relate to various occupations, and participatein activities
that will help students develop and hone their work and
employability skills (resumé building, interview skills,
guest presentations, and field trips). Part of the student
coursework will include job shadowing, internships, and
related work experience opportunities.

At the middle school level, a consistent effort is being
made to align our instruction in mathematics, to provide
for more curricular continuity between the various
grade levels, and enhance student performance. The
transition in mathematical understandings, concepts,
and skill level between elementary school and what
students ultimately need to know and be able to do
to be successful at the high school level, necessitates
that middle school math instruction be more discretely
scaffolded and supported. In 2024-2025, the district will
support our math teachers with additional classroom
resources and materials to support student learning
and achievement. We are confident that these curricular
supports coupled with meaningful intervention
opportunities, will help us sure up our students’ skill set.

In the elementary school, we will be launching a new
reading series that builds upon the success we had with
our previous Journeys curriculum. Journeys is being
retired by the publisher, and as a result, our teaching
staff at AJ has spent the better part of this school
year evaluating different options aligned to science
of reading, phonics instruction, and student language
acquisition strategies. We are excited about our students’
progress in literacy and reading, and look forward to the
implementation of our new reading program.

The proposed 2024-2025 budget promotes fiscal
restraint in a tough inflationary environment, builds
upon our curricular efforts to support student learning
and achievement, provides opportunities to enhance
school to community connections, and supports our
district in moving forward in the year ahead by ensuring
that our 2024-2025 district expenses are more aligned
with our revenue projections. As we continue to work
to ensure the educational, fiscal, and structural health of
our district in the year ahead, your help and continued
support are key components of our success. Please vote
on Tuesday, May 21, 2024, from noon to 9 p.m. in the
MS/HS gym lobby.

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Proposition 2 - Plumbing Infrastructure .Capital Project

On May 21, 2024, voters are asked to consider approving
Phase Two of our plumbing project in the amount of
$1,450,000. Through careful stewardship of our capital
reserve, the Board of Education is proposing this project
which appropriates $394,000 from our capital reserve and
when combined with state aid, will result in no additional
tax levy increase for our school community. If voters
approve the project in May, drawings will be submitted
to the State Education Department Office of Facilities
Planning by late fall, where there is presently a six month
backlog in issuing approvals and guidance to school
districts for capital work. We anticipate the earliest we
would be able to commence work on this project is late
2025.

This project will help support some of our interior
plumbing needs such as: updating and replacing a first
floor bathroom at the MS/HS which has seen better days;
flushing, cleaning, and replacing water fountains and their
associated piping; removing aged acid tanks and replacing
them with smaller dilution tanks and extending vents
on roof to reduce odors that often infiltrate the school

capabilities in our school kitchen to extend equipment
life, and replacing aging pipes for domestic water, sanitary,
and storm water from inside the building from 1936, 1952,
and 1964 construction projects.

Additionally, this project will also help us to replace our
MS/HS auditorium theatrical sound and lighting systems
which have reached the end of their useful life and are
now closing in on more than two decades of consistent
use. Our auditorium is used for concerts, school musicals,
award ceremonies, class meetings, assemblies, community
meetings, and as a classroom space for students in our
theater class. The sound system currently is run on a
computer that utilizes a floppy disk, and is in need of
constant repairs, and the light system uses lights for
which replacement parts are no longer made and are hard
to come by. Thus, we often find ourselves having to rent
lights and audio enhancements at significant expense
to make our shows and productions the caliber we want
for students and school community. We appreciate your
consideration in helping us to continue to improve our
infrastructure and learning spaces.

Progress Report on 2023 Capital Project

InMay of2022,thevotersapprovedan $850,000technology
infrastructure project to support our networking and data
security infrastructure. This project is just concluding and
is in the punch-list phase of close-out. The work that has
been done to help us re-cable, identify ports, ground our
servers, and provide appropriate cooling and security
enhancements has truly made a difference in the quality
of the network and the stability of our internet. This
project had no additional tax levy impact to our school
community and was funded with our capital reserves and
state aid.

In December 2022, in response to our desire to improve
our physical security on our school campuses in light of
the tragedies and horrific violence that have all too often
impacted schools around the country, voters authorized a
$2,815,000 security enhancement project that will, when
complete, help usin hardening our structures, and provide
much needed upgrades such as replacing classroom doors,
rekeying and changing locks in our buildings, increasing
the number of fobs on doors for better access controls,
providing lock-down alarms that connect with emergency
responders, clearing evacuation pathways, the installation
of window film to hinder intruder entry, and bollards to
prevent automobiles from accessing our glass door entry
ways and sidewalk spaces. This project had no additional

tax levy impact and was paid for with state aid and an
appropriation of funds from our capital reserve. This
project will break ground immediately after graduation at
the start of this summer. Contracts have been awarded,
supplies and materials are on order, and we expect that
all of the upgrades and work will be complete by late fall.

In May of 2023, voters approved Phase One of our
plumbing project in the amount of $3,210,000, which was
paid for by state aid, our capital reserve fund, and with a
tax levy increase of 0.37%. This project will address some
immediate concerns regarding water infiltration into our
MS/HS building, our drainage capabilities, close leaks in
our steam heat system, replace our sanitary mains, MS/
HS water main, expand our sump-pump capabilities, and
take on some of our bathroom challenges. It will also help
us mill and overlay our MS/HS parking lot that will be
disrupted by the exterior plumbing work, and also address
the North Drive which is now riddled with potholes. This
project is currently under review with the State Education
Department Office of Facilities Planning. This project will
support our plumbing infrastructure rehabilitation but
mainly focuses in on drainage components. We anticipate
this project being able to break ground later this summer
and into the fall semester.
